X Pinot Gris Jules Taylor ~ 2018 New Zealand 13.5 47

Jules Taylor is our favourite Kiwi wine maker and this is one of her
less well known offerings. If you are hoping to find a Pinot Gris
that has freshness, zing and dryish deliciousness then you have
come to the right bottle!. Dry yet generously proportioned with
pear, green apple, a whiff of white pepper and fresh acidity.
You will have to drink a lot of wine to better this one!
Surprised it has stayed on the 'bin ends' for so long.

X St Véran Deux Roches ~ 2016 France (Half Bottle) 13.5 30
Blended from no fewer than 26 tiny parcels of vines it is a a well
balanced and harmonious St Véran. It is dry, medium bodied
and those of you that are confused by French wine it is a
Chardonnay.

X Domaine Buisson Battault Chardonnay ~ 2018 France 12.5 42
A classic French Chardonnay. Pale gold in colour. The nose and
palate gives up citrus and peach. There are then some buttery
hints and a minerality that you expect from the region. It is ready
for drinking now and at that price it should not really be on the
bin ends that long!

X Mateus Rosé ~ NV Portugal 10 20
Not a wine you would expect on any self respecting wine list!
We had a 70's night and we had to have Matreus Rosé along

with Blue Nun! So this was left over! It is still a youthful wine with a

touch of sparkle. Memories of one's youth perhaps?
